Backup Battery Installation

Use a screwdriver to open the battery compart-
ment cover at the bottom. Put four LR14 batteries
inside (consider the positive and negative poles),
Put the cover back on and tighten the screws.

Note: You need to buy the batteries separately, and only
alkaline dry batteries are supported. Before installing, make
sure that there is nothing in the food compartment. Install
batteries for emergency backup in case of power failure. If
the batteries are not used for a long time, please remove
them.

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Unlock

When locked, please hold down the ” < "and“ > " keys at the same time
to unlock.

Setting the system time
When unlocked, double-click the “ =" key until the HOUR digits flash,

pressthe” < "and " > " key to set the hour, short press the “ = " key
when finished. When the MINUTE digits flash, press“ < "and “ > " keys
to set the minute, press the “ =" key to save.

Feeding Plan Setting

When unlocked, short-press the “ =" button until you see the number 1
flashing. Short-press the “ = " button to see the HOUR digits of time flash.
Set the first feeding time the same way you set the system time.

After that, press the “ =" key to save and press “ > " to set Number 2.
Set the timer for all five meals in the same way. If you want to plan only
three meals a day, after you set the 3rd feeding time, just press and hold
to save and exit.

* It is recommended to set up a feeding plan in the mobile APP, which is simpler and more comfortable to operate.
