6. Slide L shaped tube (c) over chrome L-Shaped brackets (b) to desired height. 

Ensure they are both the same height. (fig. 5)



2. After inspection, place the wooden finished table-top face (a) down onto a soft 

surface to avoid scratches.

3. If required, insert the chrome leg brackets (b) into clamps on the wooden base 

(a). (fig. 1)

4. Depress click release pins. (fig. 2-3)

5. Attach C shaped tube (d) to L shaped tube (c) using the thumbwheels. (fig 4)
